Emergency Plan

Introduction:
Purpose and Scope:  The primary purpose of this emergency plan is to save lives and protect property in the event of an emergency.  This plan is specifically intended to serve as a resource document to enhance emergency preparedness for residents and guests of the Forrest Groves Estates (FGE) community.  Southwest Colorado, and the San Juan Mountains is an area at risk for a wide variety of emergency conditions.  A description of many emergency situations is included in this plan with specific recommendations for preparedness and action.
Responsibility:  FGE strongly encourages all landowners, residents, and guests of FGE to review this Plan and become familiar with its emergency contacts and recommendations.  Although much of the Plan points to other organizations, emergency responders, and the services they provide, it is incumbent that everyone take personal responsibility for their own safety and protection of property, and as a community that values life, look out for the wellbeing of friends and neighbors in times of emergency.  

Area Description:  
Location and background:  The FGE community is a privately owned residential subdivision, approximately twelve miles northeast of Durango, Colorado.  The community is comprised of 51 lots, with most of these tracts having single family dwellings and associated structures and development.  Overhead and underground electric service lines run throughout FGE.  The FGE maintains community drinking water and wastewater system.  Many properties use wood or propane systems for heating.  Some propane tanks are underground with the majority being above ground. FGE maintains the gravel roads through neighborhood volunteers and paid commercial contractors for material maintenance, grading, snow plowing, and other related services.

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Evacuation Maps:
In the event of an emergency in the neighborhood, exit the neighborhood along Forrest Groves Rd to the 240.  In the event that the bridge over the Florida River is damaged, emergency exit may be possible by fording the Florida River immediately downstream of the bridge.  Caution! If you choose to ford the river, please consider that the river crossing is not maintained on a regular basis and that the water flow rate, water height and the river bottom change frequently. 
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In the event of an emergency outside of the neighborhood (such as an evacuation because of a nearby forest fire), exit FGE and leave either by heading east or west on County Road 240 (“CR240”).  There are multiple emergency routes from CR240; use the appropriate route depending on the location of the emergency, moving away from the emergency.  These routes include:
A. Evac West to Durango:
a. CR240 West to Durango (entirely paved)
b. CR240 West to CR234 South to 160 West to Durango (entirely paved)
c. CR240 East to CR501 South to 160 West to Durango (entirely paved)
d. CR240 West to CR245 South/East to CR502 West to CR228 West to CR234 South to 160 West to Durango (gravel)
e. CR240 West to CR245 South/East to 501 South to 160 East to Durango (gravel)
B. Evac East to Bayfield:
a. CR240 East to CR501 South to Bayfield (entirely paved)
b. CR240 West to CR245 South/East to CR501 
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Medical Emergencies:
In the event of a medical emergency, first call 911 to activate emergency services.  
Note: Cell phone calls made via WiFi may automatically provide an incorrect address to the 911 dispatcher.  Be sure to provide your specific and accurate location to the 911 dispatcher.

Emergency Evacuation Preparedness
What should I do BEFORE an emergency?
· Complete the Forrest Groves Estates Emergency Evacuation Checklist
· Enroll with Code Red to receive locally directed emergency notifications: 
· Save the Emergency Contact Information above on your phone
· Join FGE community WhatsApp groups:
· Download WhatsApp
· Follow this link to join the Forrest Groves Community: https://chat.whatsapp.com/HPzDFSTbnrh46bpoU1Pw77
· Join the Emergencies group, for emergency communications only
· Join the General group, for general and non-emergency communications
· Prepare a “Go Bag” and place it near an exit in your house for quick evacuation.  Go Bags should contain, at a minimum: glasses, contacts, and medications; important medical, legal, and financial documents; water; clothing.  Suggestions for other Go Bag items can be found by running an internet search for “Go Bag contents”
What should I do DURING a stay-in place emergency (power outage, winter storms)?
· Maintain a water supply for at least three days
· Monitor the news and local radio stations, if possible
· Keep cell phones, laptops, flashlights, and battery packs charged, if possible
· Have alternative heat sources ready and know how to use them; check that carbon monoxide detectors are working
· Double-check that you are signed up for CodeRED and other emergency notification services
· Conserve heat by closing off unused rooms
· Monitor the FGE WhatsApp Emergencies group, which should issue an alert informing residents of an emergency situation.  
· Please check on nearby neighbors


What should I do DURING an evacuation?
· Monitor the news and local radio stations
· Double-check that you are signed up for CodeRED and other emergency notification services
· Monitor the FGE WhatsApp Emergencies group, which should issue an alert informing residents of an emergency situation.  
· Please check on nearby neighbors to ensure they are aware of the emergency
· Pack and go!
